WHO?  First, please read 
the Sunnybrook Parent  
Advisory Board Mission:

supports Montessori  
education, research, 

training, and information  
dissemination for the 

benefit of children, 
adults, and the  

community. The goal of 
the Parent Advisory 

Board is to expand our 
relationships with the 
wider community and 

utilize parent resources 
more effectively through 
volunteerism.ò 

The Board was created by 
Sunnybrook Montessori 
parents, and all parents 
are invited to participate.  

WHAT?  Our application 
for non -profit status 
(501c3) from the IRS is 
pending. Hopefully we 

will be a fully fledged  
public charity by the new 
year. Donations made to 
the PAB will be tax de-
ductible. Once our status 
is permanent, donations 
can be matched by  
employers like Microsoft.  

WHY?  We are working 
on guidelines to help 
elicit ideas from the 
school community for 
spending our funds (once 
raised!). The projects we 
support need to follow 
our vision statement. 
Ideas so far include field 
trips, guest speakers, 
playground improvements,  
grants for Montessori 
training and student 
scholarships.  

Some parents have asked 
if it is common for private 
schools to fundraise. 
Yesðalmost all private 
schools raise additional 
funds. Many have  
requirements for annual 
donations, auction pro-
curements and volunteer 
hours set out in their  
contracts. We can provide 
examples if you inquire 
further. As far as the 

school budget goes, there 
is only so much money to 
go around! The PAB has 
the unique opportunity 
to contribute additional 
items and to help get  
projects done sooner.  

WHEN?  The PAB 
meets monthly, and the 
calendar is on the reverse.  

HOW?  We plan to raise 
money through fundrais-
ing which, hopefully, you 
have already noticed is 
underway (Sally Foster). 
Auction planning has 
also begun, as has  
organizing volunteers for 
school and PAB tasks 
(Scholastic, recycling, 
classroom parents). We 
cannot achieve our goals 
without your help ðeither 
through volunteering 
your time, or making a 
cash donation, which will 
be tax deductible and 
greatly appreciated! 

I personally look forward 
to meeting more parents 
and helping you to get  
involved in your childôs 
class and education.
